~Assessments DO NOT include State Competition since that competition requires a qualifying score.   A separate assessment will be charges for the state competition.~ 
**Assessments are made of up competition registration fees and anticipated coaches travel expenses (i.e., mileage, hotel and session fees).  Competitions are mandatory, however, if you MUST miss a competition, please let us know as early as possible and your account will be credited back for the competition registration fee only.  Coaches travel expenses are divided among the entire team and are non-refundable.  If we have already paid for the competition and your athlete can’t compete for unforeseen reasons, your account will only be credited back if the host gym refunds your registration fee.   It is your responsibility to notify Samantha if your gymnast can’t compete in a competition.   We will register ALL athletes unless otherwise told.   Please be aware that your child is not only competing individually, but also as part of their team and their event scores are extremely important.  Missing a meet may mean the difference in the “team portion” of the competition.  
Parent Conduct: Please refrain from speaking with your athlete during all parts of the competition.  Only coaches and athletes are allowed on the competition floor.  Under no circumstances are you, as a parent, allowed to speak with a judge, before, during or after any USAG sanctioned event.   

Athlete Conduct:  Please be aware that your child, prior to competing, will be well versed in what we expect of them regarding their conduct at a competition where they are representing Sanford Academy.   If at any point, your child does not maintain our expectations, we will send them “off the floor” and they will not finish the competition.    Any disrespect towards a coach, judge or other gymnast will result in being sent off the floor.   Please make sure that your child is aware that this is a consequence to their behavior.  
Gymnast:  Levels 3-4 must wear their hair in two buns using the “scrunchies” that are provided with your uniform.   Levels 5 and up must have a single bun. Hair must be gelled back and hair-sprayed so there will not be any “fly-aways” during the competition.   If you are unsure about proper hair style, please make sure to see Samantha prior to the first competition and we will go over it.   There will be absolutely no nail-polish on fingers or toes.   No jewelry at all.  

Home Meet and State Meet:

Separate Meetings will be held for the Home Meet and the State Meet.  We ask that all parents volunteer their time in order to put on the best meets possible and make a great representation for our gym.  We will not schedule for you to be doing anything during the time your athlete is competing so that you an enjoy watching your child.  However, in order for this to work, we need for as many parents to participate as possible.  Profits from concessions, 50/50 raffle tickets, and sales vendors at the State Meet will benefit ONLY those parents who are helping for the Entire Meet, including set up and breakdown.     Please make sure to get with Candace Collins regarding the meets so you will be informed on what’s going on.  All information will also be posted on the website under the Gymnastics Team Tab.
